Christmas is the celebration of the gift of God’s one and 

only Son, a gift he gave to the world. It’s the gift that I 

need, that you need, that this whole world needs. You see, this world—including you and me—is wrapped and 

covered in sin.  It’s this covering of sin that leaves us empty and disappointed and looking for more gifts and 

other presents that we hope will fill the void. But they can’t. 
 
It is only through the gift of God’s Son, and his life and death that removes from you the ugly covering and 

wrapping of your sins. Jesus did not come to be placed under a Christmas tree, but to hang upon a tree, not as an 

ornament, but as the one who would die upon it to pay for all of your sins. His perfect, innocent life and death are 

gifts he offers to you to make you his perfect and holy child and heir of heaven. 

 
Christmas is so much more than presents placed beneath a tree. It’s the sure and certain fulfillment of God’s most 

treasured gift to you, your Savior from sin, Jesus Christ. It’s a gift we want to share with you. It’s a gift we want 

to enjoy with you this season and all year long.
