Funeral Service:  
The casket is present at the service. The 

casket may be open before service but 

will be closed for worship and the 

graveside services. 
 

Memorial Service:  
The casket is not present at the service. 

In the case of cremation, ashes may or 

may not be present at the service. 

 

Worship Bulletin 
 

The staff will produce your worship 

bulletin. The pastor will discuss this with 

you during the initial visit. Decisions will 

be made regarding text, hymns, special 
music, communion, etc. Your family will 

meet with the pastor who will preside 

and preach at the service. The pastor will 

meet you either in your home or at the 

church, whichever is preferable to you. 
This meeting will be an opportunity to 

talk about the beloved one who has died, 

set the time and place for the service, 

select hymns and scripture readings, 

indicate the nature of the service, and 
spend time in prayer and consolation with 

the family. 

 

Reception 

The congregation is happy to provide a 
simple reception that includes finger 
desserts, coffee, tea and punch.  We will 
provide white table clothes, cups and 
napkins.  Should you wish to have more 
than this, our funeral coordinator is 
happy to share suggestions.  Any additions 
will be at your expense.  Our Fireside 
room holds 40 and our Education building 
holds 80.    

Worship 
 

This is a worship service and secular 

music is not appropriate and will not be 

played. If you have a favorite secular 

song, the reception may be a place to 

play it or prior to the beginning of the 
actual funeral/memorial service. The 

Music Director or designee will play at the 

service. Any outside musicians or vocalists 

need to meet with the Music Director to 

discuss the music and the reverential 
nature of the service. Further 

consideration must also be given to the 

theology and singability of current 

contemporary Christian music. Many 

contemporary songs are difficult to sing in 
a congregational setting. Conversations 

with the Pastor and the Music Director 

will help you to determine the best music 

for this service.
